WORK LOAD
We expect artists to want to write for Invision so we have come up with a simple way to say thanks.

* To be eligible to order games on a monthly basis you will be required to hand in a Minimum of 2 Game Reviews per month, the more you do though the more chance you get the games you want. If you wish to write articles for Invision then this is another way for you to create content and get to book your games as well.
* Everyone will be allowed to book 1 game per month on or after the 26th of each month, and then if you are allowed to order more games a member of staff will be in contact asap. Game bookings will go on Staff Workload ‘If you hand in more content then your game booking will take more of a priority over others’.

· If you are going to be late with your Review, need time off for a holiday, exam revision time or dissertation write up time then please contact us.

· An artist may keep the game once the review has been handed in to Invision Game Community and all rights/ownership to the review/article are handed over to Invision Game Community. Any game that is not reviewed and is kept will be class as theft and will be reported to the Authorities. 
· All Games provided to the Artist on or on behalf of Invision Game Community, must not be used to create Videos for your own personal use, while under said employment, unless authorization is given by Invision Game Community( If authorisation is given you will be required to use our Intro 
WORKERS AKA Graduates --- as with Students to Pre-Order you will need to do Random Regardless... if your Pre-Order game arrives... you still need to pick up a Random to be able to Pre-Order again.
THIRD YEAR STUDENTS... this is not for Workers… or Volunteers... Your Review hand in date is now 2 weeks from the time you get a game to review (Unless publisher requests something else), you will also still need to pick up Random regardless to Pre-Order anything.
Dismissal from Invision

We do not tolerate inactivity without communication, if you are inactive for more than 1 month you will be automatically removed from Invision Game Community with NO warnings. Treat Invision like a Job, a fun job where you get free games.
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Invision Game Community Code of Conduct

Invision Gaming Community expects all of its employees to comply with the code of conduct set out by management, at all times. If these rules are disregarded in any way, or an employee behaves in a way deemed as inappropriate, then management at Invision Gaming Community reserves the right to discipline employees as they see fit.
Disciplinary action may consist of any of the following; a formal oral warning, written warning, a final written warning, and dismissal, or in the case of gross misconduct, summary dismissal.
Rules
